Ik “LiTerany SoCIETY OF RoMNEY™ was found-
¢d on the 4th of February, 1819, and incorporated by
an Act of the General Assembly of Virginia, passed
January 3d, 1823. A leading object of its institution
was the purchase of a LIBRARY of valuable standard
authors by the annual subscription of its members; an
abject which has been since steadily pursued, its pre-
cent Library of 439 volumes having been acquired sole-
ly by this means. 1
By the liberality of ‘the Legisleture, (Acts of 6th
January, 1832, and of 15th February, 1544,) the So-
ciety having then beccme possessed of considerable
1neans, procured an Act to be passed on the 12th of &
December, 1846, conferring upon it authority “to es 3~

rogress under well qualified and faithful instructors
highly gratifying to the friends ‘of Jearning. The
Greek, Latin, and French Languages, Mathematics, the
higher branches of an English Education and Music,
are taught in the «Institute,” which is calculated to
prepare the young men for an advanced standing in
the first of our Colleges and Universities,"or to enter
honourably upon the discharge of the active duties of
life,and to afford a finished education to young Ladies.
